District boundaries stretch from Hobart Mills, eight miles north of
Truckee, to Emerald Bay, near South Lake Tahoe; and from Cisco Grove, twenty miles to the west, to Floriston, fifteen miles to
the east.

School Description

Alder Creek Middle School is dedicated to meeting the unique needs of early adolescents. Academic and personal excellence
is expected within a structured, caring, and safe school environment.

Alder Creek Middle School staff, students, parents and the community are committed to providing a middle school for all
students characterized by academic and personal excellence within a collaborative structured environment that promotes a
safe and caring atmosphere.
