District boundaries stretch from Hobart Mills, eight miles north of
Truckee, to Emerald Bay, near South Lake Tahoe; and from Cisco Grove, twenty miles to the west, to Floriston, fifteen miles to
the east.

2024-25 Opportunities for Parental Involvement

Parents and the community are very supportive of the educational programs at Glenshire Elementary School and this
involvement helps our school thrive. Parents complete the volunteer process to volunteer at Glenshire Elementary and are
encouraged to participate on the English Learner Advisory Council, School Site Council, and PTO. PTO volunteers put on
fundraising events and activities to provide additional resources for our students, including enrichment and athletics. GES'
School Site Council revises, adopts, and approves our Parent Improvement Policy, the Single Plan for Student Achievement,
and the Comprehensive School Safety Plan each year.

The process of engaging all stakeholders is an annual and continuous process. Faculty, staff, and other
stakeholder/educational partners are continuously involved in annual site goal/objective setting and data analysis protocols.
Through monthly Collaboration Meetings, Leadership and Administrative Meetings, as well as Departmental Professional
Learning Communities (PLC), all GES staff are involved in a process of continuous school improvement, using Improvement
Science Plan Do Study Act (PDSA) cycles, that examine all aspects of the school program and operations in relation to the
impact on high-quality student learning. In addition, GES hosts PTO, ELAC, School Site Council, parent and student meetings,
district-level meetings, and utilizes surveys to engage the community in the school site plan and self-study process. All
educational partners are provided with the yearly SPSA which acts as a working document which guides the new year and is
aligned to the district’'s LCAP, GES site, and teachers’ professional goals. All action ideas are thoroughly reviewed and
